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What is ARIA?

ARIA is a state-of-the-art software program that plays back the sounds of ARIA-based software musi-
cal instruments. A sound library or sample library contains the sounds of various instruments in digital
form. A Player is the software that plays those sounds. This is very similar to MP3s that contain sound
files, but an MP3 Player (like Windows Media Player, Winamp or iTunes) is needed to play those
sound files. ARIA can play no sounds unless it is loaded with samples from one or more sound librar-
ies that are compatible with ARIA (such as the Garritan sound libraries). When you install additional

ARIA-compatible sound libraries on the same computer, they can all use the same ARIA engine.

ARIA was designed from the ground up for playability and musicality. The uniquely powerful and
high-performance specialized ARIA engine was designed by Plogue Art et Technologie Inc. More than
just playing back samples, the ARIA engine provides specially tailored acoustic programming designed
to reproduce the sounds of actual instruments, and imparts expressive controls to those sounds. The
focus of ARIA has been on control—the use of MIDI controllers to shape techniques and phrases

for the various instruments.

The ARIA interface is mostly standardized across libraries. One notable exception is the Authorized
Steinway Piano which requires specialized DSP and controls. With most other libraries, the look
and feel remain relatively constant. Controls will be instrument-specific with varying controls and

keyswitches to accommodate each patch.

The ARIA Engine can be run in two different modes—Standalone and Plug-in.
* Asastandalone, the ARIA Engine will run as an independent program.
* As a plug-in, the ARIA Engine plugs into a host program, usually a sequencer or supported

notation program.

Running as a standalone, only one instance of ARIA can be run at a given time. This will typically

allow only 16 channels.
Used as a plug-in, it will be possible to open up multiple instances of the ARIA Engine at the same

time. Each instance of ARIA will usually allow 16 channels. Running 8 instances will give you 128

instruments.
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The ARIA-Based Sound Libraries

There is a growing number of sound libraries available for the ARIA Engine. ARIA uses the powerful,

open-source SFZ format.

Each library will appear in the instrument slot and its associated instruments and groups will appear
in a hierarchical folder structure. Details about each library and related instruments are provided in

library-specific manuals.

The stated requirements represent minimum guidelines for the Standalone ARIA Player. If you are us-
ing the ARIA Player within a host music program, then there may be other additional resource require-
ments. Please also observe the system requirements of your host application, notation program, and/or
sequencing program if applicable. The demands of various other processing software (including the

sequencer, audio and effects processors, other plug-ins, and so on) can also affect functionality.
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Regarding Sound Cards & MIDI interfaces

The quality of the audio interface will have a significant effect on the quality of the sound you will
hear from the ARIA Player. It will also have a substantial effect on performance (both latency and
polyphony). Therefore, a good sound card is one of the most important components in optimizing the

sound and performance of the ARIA Player.

In theory, any audio or sound interface that the manufacturer supports for your operating system and
computer, and that has good drivers, should work. However, you are unlikely to get the best sonic
results from a sound card designed for computer games or system sounds. Most computers come
with a consumer-grade sound card, and we recommend that you get a good quality sound interface
beyond that which is built into your computer. Older SoundBlaster sound cards (that do not support
multiple sample rates) and gamer-oriented or home system sound cards may be problematic. It is
not possible for us to test all built-in or third-party sound cards, and some interfaces do have problems
on some platforms, so please see the specifications page on our website if you are considering buying
a new sound card to run the ARIA Player. Similarly, any MIDI interface the manufacturer supports

for your system should work with the ARIA Player.

Technical Info
A low-latency audio interface with ASIO 2.0, WDM/WaveRT (Windows), or Core Audio (Mac) driv-

ers is required for the ARIA Player to work as a standalone program. These drivers are normally in-
stalled with the audio interface, or the most recent versions can be acquired from the manufacturer’s
website. Contact the manufacturer of your interface for more information. The drivers should be set
to a buffer size of 256 samples (optimal) or 512 (more latency, but less CPU load) and 44100Hz
Sampling Rate.

Please note:

When the ARIA Player is running as a plug-in, it uses the audio driver selected by the host’s setup. If
the host (typically your sequencer or notation program) is set up properly and works well, then the
ARIA Player plug-in should pass through the same audio and MIDI setup. For this information, please

refer to your sequencer’s, notation program’s, or host's manual.

Regarding Speakers, Amplification and Headphones

Amplifiers and speakers or headphones are needed to listen to the audio output that the ARIA Player

produces through the computer’s audio or sound card(s).

The quality of the audio amplifiers and speakers is extremely important; there is little point in ex-
pending a great deal on high-end computer systems and an audio interface—and using inferior

personal computer speakers.

Regarding 64-bit Computing

The ARIA Player is 64-bit compatible and takes full advantage of the new Windows 64-bit operat-
ing systems, processors, and hardware that are available. Mac 64 bit is in development at the time
of this writing. The ARIA Player is also fully 32-bit compatible. At this writing, 64-bit computing
is entering the marketplace; but 64-bit hosts, audio and MIDI drivers have not fully penetrated the
market. To be true 64-bit, the entire audio path must be 64-bit, including sampler, host, operating
system, audio, and MIDI hardware. As more hosts, operating systems, and hardware become 64-bit
enabled, the ARIA Player will work with those 64-bit platforms. Please also consult our website for

further information and updated recommendations. Currently ARIA works with Windows 64 bit,
but not yet with Mac 64 bit OS.
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Installing ARIA

Installing ARIA is easy. Before you begin, make sure your system meets or exceeds the system require-
ments and that there is enough room on your hard drive to contain all the samples. The full installa-
tion can require several gigabytes of free hard disk space, depending upon the requirements of your
sample library. Installation involves installing your library’s instrument samples as well as the ad-

vanced ARIA instrument engine. A setup program will guide you through the process step-by-step.

When you are finished with installation, remove the disc(s) from your drive and store them in a safe
place if you have the DVD version. If you purchased the Download version, be sure to make a backup
copy. If anything happens to your computer, you can reinstall you sound library from the discs or the

backup.

“Next” for each screen and use the defaults.

* Close any programs you are running,

*  For the Download version of your particular library after download, unzip by double-clicking
the zip file for your library. Make sure you fully unzip the entire file. Do not run the EXE file
through Windows” compressed folder or Winzip directly. In the downloaded zip file you will
